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Abstract
In a community of learners, students are expected to behave in an orderly manner. However, this is what happens in an ideal classroom while in real classrooms we notice disruptive behavior. The term “disruptive behavior” has not a specific definition. However, we can say that disruptive behavior is any that interferes with a teacher’s ability to effectively provide instruction and with other student’s ability to learn.
