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Abstract
Group work is one of the most significant methods in teaching. It helps teachers and learners as well in finding a collaborative way in order to reach their goals, so it is the best way to involve the students of all levels without being bullied by others. The aim of my study is to determine how group work is used in Albanian high schools, especially in eleventh grade, and to practice in English classes what we have learned from different scholars related to group work and also to share various experiences with all teachers there. My specific goal is to find the ways how to involve all students in the lesson process and to make them feel equal with each other. Qualitative and quantitative data were gathered for the analysis of the results, and also an observation. I conducted my research in eleventh grade in the high school of Rreshen.
