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Abstract

Vocabulary acquisition is an integral part of learning a foreign language. Wilkins (1972) points out: "without grammar very little can be conveyed, without vocabulary nothing can be conveyed."Therefore providing students with the most effective strategies in learning the new vocabulary is very important to their overall academic performance. 

So, this paper aims to prove the significance of sense relations in language teaching. In language learning and teaching sense relations such as: synonymy, antonymy, hyponymy and other types of sense relations are of paramount importance. In the classroom, grouping items together by their sense relations will help to give coherence to the lesson. These relationships are extremely valuable for the learner to understand semantic boundaries and to see the limits of use of an item.

There are many occasions when students cannot use words precisely and they find difficulties in choosing the appropriate meaning of the words based on the context. In some of the cases it becomes hard for students to choose which words fits best to this sentence that I am using this word. For this reason, an experimental teaching process would be carried out in ’Qemal Stafa’ High School, which would involve 120 students of 10th grade classes to prove the feasibility and effectiveness of this way of teaching. This study would be conducted through tests, questionnaires in order to collect sufficient and reliable data for the relevance of the topic under investigation.
This approach would provide teachers a useful framework for teaching new vocabulary and would serve as a guide for students in their way of learning vocabulary.
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
