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Abstract
Learning a foreign language has continuously been a very complicated learning and teaching activity. English pronunciation is one of the most important parts of language teaching and learning because it affects learners' communicative competence and performance. The study provides a comprehensive overview of past and current attitudes in terms of pronunciation role and importance and issues of pronunciation teaching and learning in EFL context. 
The purpose of this study is to show the current level of students’ pronunciation in Albanian schools, to focus on teaching them to produce sounds correctly and to point out the attention given by teachers and school curricula to the teaching of pronunciation. 
Using different instruments for the methodology, the paper provides some problematic pronunciation errors secondary students make, on the basis of sources like a questionnaire distributed to a sample of 85 students of 6th and 8th grade classes, a quiz checking students’ knowledge on pronunciation features and finally an interview with 5 English teachers. 

The data collected were analyzed, and based on the findings it turned out that students encounter a number of segmental pronunciation problems relating to consonants, vowels, diphthongs, phonetic symbols and intonation. Moreover, the interviews indicated that pronunciation takes the least attention during a teaching hour and that teachers find it difficult to deal with it. 
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
