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Abstract
Learning through projects represents a new educational approach that started to be applied by teachers at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century. Considering the EFL classes, the topic areas covered by projects mostly relate to cultural aspects as learners need to gain not only the theoretical knowledge when learning a language, but also some features of its culture as well. 

This master thesis aims to examine the way how culture corner of English textbooks in EFL classes integrates the project work in high school. Based on the existing literature, this thesis asks: To what extend does the culture corner of English textbooks integrates the project work in EFL classes and how essential are these projects in developing the culture awareness in students.

For the collecting of the data, a survey was distributed to the students of “Themistokli Gërrmenji” high school in Korçë, and an interview was carried out to two of the English teachers there.  Analysis of the responses demonstrated that more than half of the project works elaborated cultural aspects of Albania and abroad, and the topics were an expansion of the culture corner sessions. The results also indicate that the project work helped students develop cultural knowledge about Albania and other countries. On this basis, it is recommended that the English language students get more focused on the language and culture of England and USA rather than other countries.
