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Abstract

Textbooks are the most important elements of teaching and learning process for the aims and objectives of a course. The main aim of this study is to explore and analyze English textbooks used in one of the High Schools in Korca in terms of language skills and language components. 

The first part that made up the theoretical part of the work defines key terms, the role and functions of textbooks, types of textbooks and their evaluation process. This part also focuses on the four language skills and their integration in the textbook. The practical part is devoted to the analysis of textbook components and the proportion of four language skills.
Two sets of data were used for this study. First, a questionnaire was distributed to High School students and secondly interviews were completed by 3 English teachers of this High School. Among 100 participants 50 were students of eleventh grade and 50 others from twelfth grade (senior year). The purpose of the questionnaire was to identify to what extent does the textbook meets students needs (the questionnaire consisted of Likert scale items). Considering the questions of the interview they were designed to investigate High School English teachers’ opinions and beliefs concerning textbooks they used and their criteria for choosing a model textbook. The results suggest that both teachers and the students have rather positive feelings about the textbook they were using. 
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
